The First Lancaster Organ Showcase

Concert Has Occurred!

After several years of planning and numerous contributions
to the Richard Fritsch Memorial Fund, the FIRST Lancaster
Organ Showcase concert was presented at Church of the
Apostles UCC on Sunday afternoon, May 16. The first nationally
recognized concert artist for the Showcase was Lancaster’'s own
Peter Stoltzfus, who is now organist and choir director of All
Saints Church in Worcester, Massachusetts. Nearly 200 listeners
heard Mr. Stoltzfus masterfully present Bach’s Prelude and Fugue
in E Flat Major (“St. Anne”), Langlais’ Theme and Variations from
Hommage a Frescobaldi, Widor's Symphonie Romane, and
Vierne’s Carillon de Westminster. Of special significance on the
program was the Rev. Fr. Carl Schroeder’s composition “Prelude
on the Gospel Song ‘I Will Sing of My Redeemer”, which was
commissioned by Rick in honor of Anne Rannels, a member of St.
Paul Lutheran in Millersville who had made contributions to the
organ building project.

Pat Bleecker, Chapter Dean, welcomed all to the concert
which was part of Apostles’ 35" anniversary celebration. She
outlined the progression of events that created the Fritsch Fund
which will assist in underwriting this and future concerts in the
area. She then introduced Jenny Fritsch, Rick’s wife, and Anne
Rannels, honored guest.

The Planning
Committee is currently
working on two concerts
for the 2010 and 2011
season. We hope to
host Gordon Turk in
November 2010 and
Shelly Moorman-
StahIman with violinist,
Johannes Dietrich, in
May 2011.
